Iltem #4 — Approval/Confirmation/County Executive’s Appointment/Commissioner of
Highways & Facilities was called. Chairwoman Conklin stated that this confirmation had
been reviewed and approved at the Personnel Committee meeting that was held prior to
this meeting.

Legislator Othmer stated that Mr. Pena had been interviewed and selected from a great
number of applicants. He is the best candidate as he holds alaw degree and an
engineering degree. He has strong ties to the community. His children attend Carmel
High School and his wife is a teacher in the Carmel Central School District. His
confirmation is the right thing because it is important that the Commissioner of
Highways and Facilities has a well-rounded knowledge of engineering and construction.
