Item #5p — Approval/Memorialization/ Concurrent Resolution of the Senate and Assembly
Proposing the Addition of a New Article 20 to the Constitution, in Relation to Providing
for the Recall of an Elected Official was next.

Legislator LoBue explained that the Senate approved a bill which would give New York
voters the ability to remove any elected State or local official from office in a timely and
efficient manner if they violate the trust of their constituents and abuse their public
office. She explained that the bill provides that the petition must clearly and factually
state the reason for the recall based on conduct during the officers term of office such as
being; indicted for a felony related to public office or convicted of a misdemeanor related
to public office. It must also meet the signature requirements. She stated that Senator
Susan Serino brought a bill forward which was co-sponsored by Senator Terrence
Murphy. She stated that it is now being held up in the New York State Assembly. She
believed that it was important to show our support for our Republican colleagues in the
Senate and the Assembly who are fighting for ethical reform and to bring back honesty in
government in the midst of corruption scandals plaguing our State. She listed the
following States in which this reform is in effect: Alaska, Arizona, California, Colorado,
Georgia, Idaho, lllinois and Kansas.

Legislator Scuccimarra stated that she had some questions regarding this and explained
that she has a call into Senator Serino and Assemblywoman Galef to discuss this matter.
She stated that she was not quite ready to vote on this yet.

Legislator Scuccimarra made a motion to table this item until more information is
gathered; seconded by Albano.

Legislator Albano stated that it sounds like a good idea and it has a lot of merit.
However, he hasn’t read the bill and would like to see how far this goes because the last
thing he would like to do is to have any other elections in light of how much they cost us
right now. He explained that he wanted more time to review this matter.



Legislator LoBue stated that this item was moved by Legislator Albano and seconded by
Legislator Scuccimarra at last night’s Rules meeting.

Legislator Albano stated that he would like more time to review this. He did not believe
there was an urgent matter. He believed that whatever route this takes, it would take a
few years to put into place.

Legislator Addonizio questioned what “violate trust” meant.

Chairwoman Nacerino believed that was very arbitrary. She believed that the language
was vague and she too expressed her concerns. She stated that she wanted to contact
Senator Serino and Senator Murphy to get feedback in order to make an informed
decision.

Legislator Gross explained that in light of what has happened to some elected officials,
this is coming from cleaning up Albany. He stated that this was important and believed
that Albany had a terrible reputation.

Chairwoman Nacerino stated that it was important, however, she stated that the language
was so vague and she believed that it would not accomplish what the real objective
should be.

Legislator Addonizio questioned if the language could be changed.
Legislative Counsel Van Ross explained that you can’t change a State bill.

Legislator LoBue quoted the following statement she read from Senator Serino, “If we
are serious about putting an end to Albany’s pervasive culture and corruption, we need
to put real power directly in the hands of the people to ensure that those elected officials
who brazenly violate the public’s trust can be held accountable.” Legislator LoBue
stated that she has spoken with Senator Murphy and this is part of his reform package.
She explained that this resolution is a memorialization which shows support of our
fellow Republicans and sends a message that we want reform.

Legislator Gross stated that lawyers put certain words in to give them a way out.
Chairwoman Nacerino questioned what constitutes, “violation of trust.”
Legislator Gross believed that we should support ethic reform.

Legislator LoBue stated that this is the first time the bill has been able to pass through
the Senate. She believed this was unprecedented and thought that it would be nice for
the County to say that we have sent up a memorialization in support of this bill.

Legislator Castellano stated that since it has passed in the Senate and is now in the
Assembly, he believed that we should reach out to the two (2) Assembly representatives
to get their perspective on it. He stated that perhaps we can have someone from the
office of Assemblyman Elect Byrne give us an overview next month to see where it
stands in the Assembly before we make a decision on it. He believed that we would pass
it at some point.



Legislative Counsel VanRoss stated that if they go back into special session before the
end of the year, this could be on the agenda and they could resolve their differences and
pass it. He stated that our memorialization can effect what they do at times.

Chairwoman Nacerino called for a Roll Call on the motion to Table.
